St. Mary’s serves a population of 220 students in
pre-k through grade 8. While many children are
Brookline residents, the majority of our student
population comes from the nearby
neighborhoods of Boston: Allston, Brighton,
Dorchester, Hyde Park, Jamaica Plain,
Mattapan, Roslindale, Roxbury, and West
Roxbury. Some families also commute from
greater distances such as Cambridge, Randolph,
and Stoughton.

A total of 22 languages are represented within
the school community, including Amharic,
Croatian, French/Creole, Japanese, Korean,
Spanish, and Cambodian.

FOSTERING A STRONG INTELLECTUAL BASE

In addition to religious instruction, the school
curriculum challenges students to gain mastery in
language arts, mathematics, science, and social studies
by fostering inquiry, problem solving, and decision
making skills. Teachers develop and support awareness
of the connections between subjects by providing
opportunities for student projects and presentations. A
nationally standardized test assesses student progress
annually in grades two to eight. At all levels, students
are provided opportunities to explore their talents and
interests when they participate in weekly art, music,
physical education, and computer classes. Students in
grades four through eight take courses in Spanish
language and culture. St. Mary students are
encouraged to work cooperatively with respect for one
another as they experience the excitement that

accompanies new learning.
